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 Our hearts stopped 
when news of the explosion 
of an oil well in the Gulf of 
Mexico left eleven people 
missing. They have not yet 
been found. What’s more, 
the oil still leaking from the 
well is endangering marine 
life and moving within 20 
miles of “sensitive ecologi-
cal areas in the Mississippi 
River Delta.” It is leaking at 
a rate of approximately 
42,000 gallons a day, ac-
cording to recent news re-
ports.  

It goes without say-
ing that clean-up efforts are 
in high gear. Sadly, there 
isn’t one simple method that 
can remove oil on this scale. 
Obviously, the fact that oil 
continues to leak compli-
cates matters even further. 
If the Exxon Valdez teaches 
us nothing, it is that the 
negative effects of the oil on 
the water will likely be no-
ticeable for many, many 
years.

COLLECTIONS FOR MEXICO 

 The medical mission team will probably see at least 300 people while we are in Mexico. We try to give 
each person a 30 day supply of vitamins and a toiletry bag when they pick up their medicines. To do this we 
will be collecting some of these items at church. We also set up a clinic last year at the Immigrant Camp. This 
was for men that came back to Mexico with nothing but the clothes they had on. We will be collecting some 
items that we are going to bring to this center as well. 

 We will be taking monetary donations for the Mission with us also. Each person cost $805 to go on the 
mission which includes transportation to and in Mexico, food, lodging, medical supplies, construction supplies 
and administrative fees. We also like to have extra money with us to pay for emergency medicine and con-
struction needs. Last year we were blessed to raise enough money to covenant with Willie Berman who is in 
charge of VIM Mexico. He is a GBGM missionary. We were able to do a full covenant last year which is 
$2500 and pray that we can do the same this year.

Maze. 

UMCOR Sager-Brown Depot has a 48,000 square foot warehouse in Baldwin to store material and prepare 
emergency relief kits for the US and around the world.  They also have dormitories, cafeteria, chapel and meeting rooms 
for training, meetings and conferences for local groups, church groups, and the thousands of volunteers that visit Sager-
Brown every year.
